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Dual Indifference Under Conformity Psychology: Historical Limitations
and Humanism Deficiency in Online Literary and Art Criticism —— A
Concurrent Discussion on the Utilitarian Creation Defects of The Weeping
Swan: Ten Days of the City's Fall

Abstract: In the new media era, traffic logic has deeply penetrated
literary and artistic creation and online criticism, and emotional,
labeled moral trials have become increasingly prevalent. Based on long—
term observation of game communities and youth online public opinion,
taking the controversy over the second female lead in The Weeping Swan:
Ten Days of the City's Fall as the core case, this paper analyzes how
conformity psychology dissolves the contextual principle of historical
materialism and stifles humanistic care through labeled thinking, group
polarization and emotion priority. According to relevant literary
viewpoints in Collected Works of Marx and Engels (Volume 42), it
criticizes the utilitarian defects of flat character setting and playful
consumption of disputes, and reveals the two—way alienation between
creation and criticism. It holds that group trials divorced from
historical context and traffic-oriented creation have distorted the
online literary and artistic ecology and reflected the deficiency of
humanistic empathy and historical speculative ability among young people.
This paper aims to provide a new literary perspective and guide young
people to strengthen historical reflection and humanistic care.
